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What is Wet Foot?

Wet Foot is designed to give All Souls
partners the opportunity to learn and to
serve God in a cross- cultural setting.

Activities can involve working on a single
project or helping in a variety of different
areas. You may be doing building work,
children’s work, teaching or carrying out
evangelism, all alongside local
Christians, in a cross-cultural setting.
Projects typically last between 2 weeks
and 6 months.
